Masti or Masjidi Gate
When Akbar constructed his palace in the Lahore Fort, he also constructed this most beautiful
master piece of Defense Architecture towards East of Lahore Fort, gate got the name Akbari
Gate but a worth seeing Masjid which was built by Jahangir on his mother’s name, this gate
famed as Masjidi Gate.
“The name is the corruption of “Masjidi” or pertaining to a mosque. The mosque of Mariam
Makani, mother of Akbar, is in its immediate vicinity”. (Latif 1892)
In Turkish language Masjid is called as Meseit and, therefore, it became Masti Gate
Masti Baloch was the proud gate keeper of this gate so it got the name masti Gate still is the

same name.
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
