The policy synchronizes its provisions with the targets of 9th f-i\l: 'l cat 

Plan and the Social Action Program and it follows the perception of the Vision-20 I 0. 

In compliance with the directive of Prime Minister Muhammad Nawaz Shatif. the tir 1 

Draft of Education Policy was presented to the Federal Cabinet b) the Ministry of Education 011 

2nd January. 1998. The Cabinet appreciated the draft document and desired that the polic) 

should expand the spectrum of its deliberations to cater f01 the aspirations of the gcnc.:ralma e 
Also, the Cabinet constituted a Sub-Committee to provide neccssar) guidance to the policy-

makers

The media analyzed and discussed the major policy tssu~s 

frequently. In the process, the Ministry of Education received 774 additional recommendation· 

and thoroughly examined these proposals and presented 239 new recommendations to the Sul 

Commiucc nt till: Cabinet for consideration. Recommendations, approved by the Sub-CommltiC;t 

or the Cabinet. were duly reflected in the final policy document. The importance of tillS P''hc) 

can he gauged from the fact that it was announced by the Prime Minister himself ltve on T.V · 

a unique C\'Clll indeed in the history of Pakistan.

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i\IAJOR iNITIATIVES 

As much as 45.000 new primary cml 20,000 Masjid schools will he opened under the 
new Education Policy. In addition, 75,000 non-formal basic education schools will be 
initiated by Prime Minister's Literacy Commission (PMLC) during the first five years 
E\'ening shift in the existmg 20,000 primary schools will be introduced. 

The existing 45.000 primary schools will be upgraded to middle level It w11l quadruple 
the number of middle schools and 30,000 new secondary schools will be opened. 

As many as 305 new secondary vocational institutions will be opened and 126 new 
mono/polytechnic institutions will be established- an increase of 150%. 

21 new universitil.:s will be established. 

100,000 new teachers will be recruited for primary. middle and secondary schools. 

The participation r,\lc at pnmary level will !:-hoot up to 90% hy the ye1r 2001 and 105% 
by 2010. 

Participation rate at secondary level will reach to 39% and 7SC' at degree level. 

The existing literacy rate will be enhanced by the 31% attaining 70% literacy by 
2010

Local community will be involved in school supervision. 

Investment in education from local and foreign sources will be encouraged. 

Students will he encouraged to specialize in a specific trade through mdustrial units. 
Nazira Quran from Class-I and Quranic translation from class~VI ''ill be made 
compulsory. Islamiat will also be made compulsory from Class-£ to 13A BSc. level. 

Optimum and effective utilization of education budget shall he ensured. Allocation for 
education budget shall be increased from the existing 2.2% of G:\P to 4 ~c by 200"'. 

Through a legislation. budgetary allocation to education will be made non-lapscabh:, non­
transferable and not liable to cuts. 

Oy .the _Year 2003, Rs.709 billion will be required for educational expansion and 1eforrns 
whrch mcludcs about Rs.lSO billion from the private sector mvestment in educnlion. t\11
